The 
recommendation is to take the West- B early in the sophomore year of your college 
work. 

 
3._______ Apply for admission to Central Washington University.  Applications are 

available online through www.cwu.edu/~cwuadmis or at the CWU-Yakima office. 
The deadline is April 1 for fall admission. 

  
4._______ At the same time, apply to Teacher Education at CWU.  The information and 

application is found online at www.cwu.edu/~cert or in the packet sold in the CWU 
Bookstore.  The deadline is April 1.  (Finger printing is not required for admission 
to the program but is required before application to student teaching is made.) 
Bring a copy of the Teacher Education application to the CWU-Yakima office. 

 
5._______    Have a current official transcript from YVCC and any other colleges or 

universities you have attended sent to CWU-Yakima.  If you have not completed 
your transferable degree please have an official transcript sent at the end of each 
quarter and one when all your course work is completed.  Failing to do this could 
delay your entry to the university and the Education Program.

(First priority for admission to the Yakima Program will go to YVCC students in the YVCC TESL 
Program, however if the program does not fill with those students it will then be opened to other 
qualified applicants.)
