(Summer contracts are for Summer Quarter ONLY) 
If you break the contract by moving off-campus, you will be charged a penalty of $300 for housing and $300 for dining – for 
each quarter remaining in the academic year (September–June).  If you transfer from CWU or go home, you do not pay a 
penalty.     

 This contract does NOT guarantee housing during the breaks between quarters, EXCEPT in Anderson Hall.  There is a 
separate charge for housing between quarters.
