* Singing a portion of a classical piece (unaccompanied, should be an art song or
aria, not pop or broadway. You will only sing 30-60 seconds of it during
the audition)

20. Call backs will be for Wed. evening, Sept. 20, with the first class meeting from 12-
1:50 on Thursday, Sept. 21
