4. Discussion on AW1 Enrollment Requirements
a. Motion by A.I. to remove milestone qualifiers, Eng 100T, and graduate student status as prerequisites for AW1 (meaning all students must take the Directed Self Placement prior to taking AW1). Marty seconds.
i. Discussion:
1. Tishra: we should consider whether this differentially affects CiHS students, particularly those who take the DSP and are recommended Stretch AW1 (as that is not available to them).


5. Course Reviews 
a. LLAS 104
i. A.I.: moves to approve the following changes for (what was previously) LLAS 303:
1. Renumbering it as LLAS 104
2. Removing theme P3 from the course
3. Changing verbiage in L.O. 3 from “synthesize” to “compare and contrast”

Committee unanimously approves.

b. LLAS 205
i. Committee unanimously approves proposed changes.

A.I.: objection to reviewing course changes outside of the regular proposal deadline.

Mike: under the current structure, course changes first are approved by curriculum committee, meaning they generally arrive to the GEC outside of the regular proposal deadline 


6. Tishra: a question arose from a faculty member about Gen Ed assessment. The member wanted to know if they could use a single artifact to satisfy multiple learning outcomes. Tishra wanted to confirm with committee that this was fine. Committee agrees that this is reasonable.
