1. Call to order – 3:10pm
2. Approve minutes from May 11th, 2026
a. Raj moves to approve the minutes; Brita seconds. A.I. abstains, all others approve motion. Motion passes.

3. Chair update
a. Vote on chair for Academic 26 – 27 Year
i. John nominates Teri Walker (incoming GEC member) as committee chair for the 26 – 27 year. Teri accepts.
ii. Committee unanimously approves Teri Walker as chair for the 26 – 27 year. 
b. Department chairs’ responses about Gen Ed courses that haven’t been offered in at least 2 years.
i. Most chairs indicated they were okay with these courses being removed from Gen Ed.
ii. Chairs for ANTH 137 and LAJ 202 asked for these courses to stay within Gen Ed, possibly on “reserve”. Courses are not being offered next year.
1. Mike Gimlin noted there’s not really a “reserve” option.
2. Committee voted to remove ANTH 137 and LAJ 202 from Gen Ed (A.I., Brita, and Raj voted in favor of removal; David abstained; John voted against).
iii. No reply from the chairs for PHIL 111, MGT 389, DNCE 109. Courses are not currently scheduled for next year. Committee unanimously decided to remove these from Gen Ed.

4. Terry Wilson: Request to temporarily increase the course cap for MGT 200 for the upcoming year (F26 through S27) from 25 to 35 students. 
a. Rationale: MGT will have a graduate TA assigned to assist with the course; not enough seats to satisfy demand for the course.
b. Committee votes unanimously to decline the request. Concerns about integrity/quality of course teaching and feedback, and the precedent it would set.


5. Review proposed learner outcomes for Global Literacy requirement
a. Committee discussed the proposed learner outcomes and raised questions about how the Global Literacy requirement intersects with the Gen Ed program structure. Limited feedback/comments were provided.

6. Review/Update Program Rules document
a. Began editing Program Rules document to reflect the current program structure. Removed sections on PADstones and Culminating Experience. Began wordsmithing other sections.
