Summary of committee decisions:

Gen Ed proposal to create a PADstone Waiver for Existing Students

The General Education Committee voted to waive the PADstone 184 General Education requirement for all students who still have not successfully met the requirement by the conclusion of Spring Quarter 2026.

With this updated language the waiver would be directly approved by the Gen Ed Committee, rather than going to the Faculty Senate floor for a vote. All members of GEC approved the updated language via email except Marty Blackson, who abstained (as he was not at the 5/4 meeting).
