I. Review of meeting minutes 1/25/16
a. G. Harvill moved to approve minutes, N. Lupton seconded, minutes approved. 

II. ATAC Chair Election
a. N. Lupton offered to accept nomination to be chair.
i. Voted on ATAC chair, all voted I.
1. N. Lupton elected as next chair of ATAC.

III. Information Items
a. Task force Updates
1. Faculty 180
(a) Workload plans are now open.
(b) Drafted a how-to load workload plan that was sent out to the colleges and disseminated to faculty.
(c) Going to work on meeting more frequently with Faculty 180 subcommittee.
(i) Still looking for a representative from CEPS. 
2. Proctoring
(a) Met with Smarter Proctoring about setting up in-person proctoring option, haven’t received faculty that are interested in it yet, so pilot so far.
b. EISC Update
(a) Post project review with Chemical Inventory Management, they are using File Maker Pro to inventory all chemicals with Chemistry.
(i) Was approved in November 2014, had staff changes in both Chemistry and IS, partially why it took a long time for implementation.
(ii) Other units are asking about inventory management, File Maker is only approved for department use and not as enterprise. Other departments would need to make a business case to use File Maker and it would be determined if it could be made into an enterprise solution.
1. Other units with chemical inventory needs are okay to use File Maker.
(b) College scheduler doing a small pilot for Spring, then rolling out for Summer and Fall registration.
(c) Printing station pilot has been going well, highest usage in Kamola and Barto.
(i) Talking about doing student survey and developing a business case that would look at multiple vendors and whether to locate stations in academic buildings as well.
(d) Upgrade to Campus Solutions 9.2, a 9 month project, is starting in July with a go-live of April 2017.
(e) iCat projects going through evolutionary phase, MyCWU will have a new UI.
(f) E-performance module from HR will go live in July.
(g) 4-year guarantee plans system is trying to get funding from the legislature.
(h) New applications and admissions system Radius, will go live 2016.
(i) Replacement system for credit card processing, Touchnet, will go live March 2016.
(i) Allows a lower fee for processing cards, but won’t allow credit card purchases in person anymore.
(ii) Previously there was no processing fee if paid in person by credit card.
(iii) Company is planning to have kiosks to allow in-person payment.
(j) Student Tech Fee Council 
(i) Approved color printer for the MEC in Black Hall, Hogue also request color printer, though it wasn’t clear whether it was department only use or not, so it is not yet approved.
(ii) Approved reimbursement of Wi-Fi access points in the SURC.
(iii) Looking at doing a survey about the option of having a 24-hour computer lab.
c. IS Update
(i) Moving forward with first name dot last name email addresses.
1. For all students, faculty, and staff they will have two email addresses, old type and new.
2. Will have a number at the end if there are duplicate names.
3. Open enrollment period to change the automatically generated name if it is not liked.
4. Users will be encourage to use newer emails for security purposes.
(ii) RFC’s for change control will start two weeks from now.
1. Discussed different service ticket types and the time duration for resolving each tickets. Currently, tickets are being resolved ahead of schedule in most cases.

IV. Open Access Scholarship
a. Discussed costs of subscription fees that the library pays for access, which does not preserve access if fees are no longer paid.
b. Open access is free availability on the Internet to published scholarship.
c. Research grants are mandating that an openly accessible version of scholarship needs to be available for a period of time, with access to results as well as the data.
d. There is a cost associate with maintaining open access.
e. CWU’s current open access, ScholarWorks, is optimized in Google’s search engine results.
i. All student produced theses go to ScholarWorks.
ii. For faculty ScholarWorks is opt in.
iii. Dashboard with readership and metrics are available in ScholarWorks.
