There has been an official decision to disband it at this point in time. However, it is currently going to be restructured in a more school board format. This is still something that is still in progress of being made. I had a meeting with Dr. Dennison about it this morning and the board would include seven seats. One seat would possibly be reserved for the Senator, and the other would be reserved for a McNair Scholar. As we want to be able to have McNair Scholars to be able to have their representation within the Douglas Honors College in its entirety.
