Legislative Fee Discussion:
President Hondo – We are still adjusting from the loss of WSU Pullman. I haven’t gotten a hold of UW Seattle to see the results with them. The WSA is struggling to figure out how to keep up with the dues. Some schools have already increased their fees to compensate for the loss of big campuses. We have a $2 fee at the moment, and there is no official limit to how much we can increase it.
EVP Matheson – If we wanted to increase it, would it go on the ballot?
President Hondo – Yes
Emilio – We pay the WSA the $2 per student and also Central pays a fee to the WSA as well, so which one are you talking about increasing?
President Hondo – The student fee
Director Harman – How much our we thinking of increasing it? How much is needed to fill the hole that is left?
President Hondo – It is hard to gage how much the WSA would need now to make up for it. I am not sure how much we would want to increase it.
EVP Matheson – I think just looking at how many fees we are already doing, we could easily lump it into the other fees, but we might overload the ballot. We are also a pretty small campus, so increasing our fee wouldn’t be as helpful as other larger campuses increasing theirs.
Emilio – I would caution against Central growing its role with the WSA with these colleges pulling out. We already pay more than the other schools per student 
President Hondo – I agree with EVP Matheson, I am not sure this is the right time. Especially with the athletics fee still being up in the air
Director Harman – I think we should wait and see next year how much they are actually lacking in funding and what the WSA will look like
President Hondo – My recommendation would be that we don’t increase it right now and see what happens and which campuses actually end up leaving
EVP Matheson – I agree, I want to see what the WSA does
President Hondo – Okay, I will let the WSA BOD know how we feel
