[bookmark: _Int_hsL3cZqM]Max Henyan, Senator of Sustainability reports: I have had students with questions regarding the composting bins in the SURC, and I wanted to clarify a few things. First off, as we have established, the bins are currently serving as practice for when we do acquire a composter. This learning process aims to decrease containment and make things run smoothly when the composter does eventually come to campus. Secondly, we wanted to make it known that you are able to put fruits and vegetables that have no other food on them (for example, a salad with dressing) in the composter. We will eventually be able to accept meat and dairy in the compost bins, but we are trying to ensure that we have a recipe for high quality compost as a base before adding harder-to-process factors. The Office of Sustainability wanted to start with limited inputs and expand from there rather than try to get students to stop putting something in the composter. Lastly, a reminder that the “compostable” napkins, utensils, and containers on campus are only compostable via the company that makes them and are not to be put into the bins.
