These documents are still a draft and have not been implemented yet. The shortened the documents from a total of 18 pages between the two of them in this draft phase. The new board will consist of seven seats, with one being held by the Senator as an Ex Oddicio voting member. The board will also vote for a chair and board secretary among everyone that is elected in. This draft also adds the formation of three new committees to be chaired by different people on the board. These committees are the Academic Affairs Committee, the Programming Committee, and the Communications Committee. The elections would be held in the Spring, and the seats would be held in staggered terms, with three seats being elected each year while the other seats elected will be held for two years. The Constitution and Bylaws are still in the draft stage at this moment, so they are subject to change, and on the Douglas Honors College Canvas page, there is a discussion for students to read over them.
